There were
competiting activities and thcre were even fighting
activitics which determined (he conditions of living
together many people. Many details of the rules which
later governed the life of the community were
summarized in religions. Sources of energies werc
accepted as rulers: the Sun, the Moon, the Stars, or
strong animals. Those religtons which summed up their
essence felt God is the main ruler. God 15 the main
source of gifts for people, for the rule of the nature, for
the resources of life.

Our cultural heritage consist of works and teachings of
the ancients. Knowledge always forms larger and larger
units and these units stratify on thé older one. Once
upon a time most natural forces were observed, feared
and some others were essentially understood. The
calendar grow out from the celestial observations which
were understood many thousand years ago. Also many
basic technologies have roots decp in the past. But most
activities are subordinated to the mutual appreciation
and honor between people. Where is the root of this
basic principle? That source is in the great religions of
the world. They have a common principle: make peace.

In this coloring booklet we admire various stages of
the human thinking and understanding the world.

We can enlight episodes of the artistic expression of
the knowledge gathered en natural phenomena. forcces,

feelings and discoveries. Even 1t can be followed how
the system of thinking developed, changed its center of
activity. Life-tree arrangement of the source of the
hiving is followed by animal style in northern Eurasia.
Connections between cclestial events and seasonal
changes resulted 1n the summary of astronomical
knowledge in the calendars. Folk tales are teaching
many aspects of the humanities far before the written
history. Human emotions were cxpressed in fine arts.
Artistic form is symbolic form. Fertility by a fat lady,
and mother with child is an imagery of love and the
family life. On the other side man is the defender of the
family. He represents the strength, guards the house,
pastures the herds of various animals and men defends
the community. The fight for life accompanies the old
cultures. All these roles were expressed with direct and
symbolic way in old Eurasian arts we collected and
begin to show the readers in this booklet.

In Eurasian sysiems of thinking several main
directions of religious systems developed and their

teachings helped to form baluance between forces of the -

society. Family rules and soctety rules are smmmarized
in these teachings. Respect and awe your parents: this is
also part of the teaching of Moses in the Old Testament
of Western Eurasian religions and of Confucius (Con Fu
Ce) in China in the Eastern Furasian traditions.

It is always important to look back to the historical
roots of the recent fite. This booklet starts a series which
refresh your remembering to this past by coloring the
artistic heritage of Eurasia.

The authors wish you good work and inventions how
colors make more beautiful the ideas which were so
uscful once in time. Find the ideas through thinking on
drawings and artistic forms.
